• The HSGP supports preparedness activities that address high priority preparedness gaps across all core capabilities that support 
terrorism preparedness activities, including planning, organization, equipment purchase, training, exercises, and management 
and administration across all core capabilities and mission areas.  The basis for funding projects must have a nexus to terrorism

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• On September 16, 2022, the Department of Homeland Security (DHS) announced the first 
cybersecurity grant program specifically for state, local, and territorial (SLT) governments across 
the country.

• The State and Local Cybersecurity Grant Program (SLCGP) provides funding to eligible entities to 
address cybersecurity risks and cybersecurity threats to information systems owned or operated 
by, or on behalf of, state, local, or tribal governments.

• FY 2022 SLCGP Period of Performance 48 Months (4 Years)
– Period of Performance Start and End Date(s): September 1, 2022 to August 31, 2026 

• Requirements (FY 2022)
– Establish a Cybersecurity Planning Committee;
– Develop a state-wide Cybersecurity Plan, unless the recipient already has a state-wide Cybersecurity Plan 

and uses the funds to implement or revise a state-wide Cybersecurity Plan;
– Conduct assessment and evaluations as the basis for individual projects throughout the life of the 

program; and Adopt key cybersecurity best practices.

O V E R V I E W
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• Objective 1: Governance and Planning
– Develop and establish appropriate governance structures, including developing, implementing, or 

revising cybersecurity plans, to improve capabilities to respond to cybersecurity incidents and ensure 
continuity of operations. 

• Objective 2: Assessment and Evaluation
– Understand current cybersecurity posture and areas for improvement based on continuous testing, 

evaluation, and structured assessments. 

• Objective 3:  Mitigation
– Implement security protections commensurate with risk. 

• Objective 4: Workforce Development
– Ensure organization personnel are appropriately trained in cybersecurity, commensurate with 

responsibility.
